4. After the presentation by Additional Secretary, Hon'ble Union Minister
desired that the four agenda items may be discussed first.

Recalling
that in the first Apex Council meeting, AP was requested to speak first, this time he
requested Hon'ble Chief Minister of Telangana to speak first.

54 Hon'ble Chief Minister of Telangana expressed his gratitude to Hon'ble
Union Minister for giving him the opportunity and requested for the proceedings of
the second Apex Council meeting to be recorded. Further, he requested that the
minutes may be issued after obtaining the views of both the State Governments.
Hon’ble Union Minister informed him that the proceedings are being recorded.

5.2 Hon'ble CM of Telangana commented on the agenda items and recalled
that immediately after the formation of the State of Telangana, he had made a
representation to the Ministry of Water Resources on 14 July 2014 under Section—3
of ISRWD Act of 1956, asking for an equitable allocation of Krishna waters. He stated
that Telangana is the youngest State and every State has a constitutional right to get
a fair and equitable allocation of river waters. Telangana has requested to refer the
matter to a Tribunal and Government of India should not have any reservation on
this. Even after seven years of its formation, Telangana State is still waiting to know
about its legitimate share of waters. After one year, they had approached the
Supreme Court. He stated that he has mentioned all these in his letter to Hon'ble
Minister of Jal Shakti and had urged to include them in the agenda of the meeting.
He stated that the present meeting could be postponed and be held after about ten
days after obtaining the views of AP on the issues he mentioned in his letter.

5.3 He stated that the working arrangement between both the states is still
continuing and until and unless water sharing is finalized by the Tribunal under
section-3 of ISRWD Act of 1956, the question of notification of jurisdiction of Boards
should not arise. He also stated that the tribunal matter is pending in Supreme Court
and is sub-judice, hence on this account also the jurisdiction matter cannot be
deliberated.

54 He further stated that Godavari Lift lrrigation Scheme (GLIS) project which
started 20 years back and on which expenditure to the order of Rs.60000 Crores has
been made, and which has even been funded by Government of India, cannot be
termed as a new project. He asserted that there are no new projects in Telangana at
all. GWDT has allocated water sub-basin wise and accordingly Telangana has taken
up their projects based on it. In Kaleshwaram project, right from the beginning, the
State had planned for 3 TMC per day and what they have newly taken up is the canal
conveyance part. Any apprehension of AP on any project on Godavari waters, they
can make a complaint andthat can be referred to a Tribunal. He also stated that as
per KWDT-|, water allocation to Srisailam, which is a hydro-electrical project, is only
for evaporation losses and for power generation so water can be released to
Nagarjunasagar project. He stated that Pothyreddypadu project of AP does not have
any water allocations by KWDT-I. The project was operationalized to supply drinking
water to Chennai. It was originally designed for 1500 cusecs in the then combined
AP against the interests of Telangana. Later on, it was expanded to 11,500 cusecs,
then to 40,000 cusecs and now they are expanding it to 84,000 cusecs and are
planning to take 8 TMC per day. He further asserted that the water is being
transferred by AP from Krishna basin to out of Krishna basin through this project with
no water allocations to these projects by the tribunal and without appraisal of DPRs
and also without obtaining the required statutory clearances for these projects. He
also stated that, if AP continues with this project, then Telangana would construct a 3
TMC project at Alampur and draw waters. He stated that only tribunal under section-
3 of ISRWD Act of 1956 can be a solution.

A meeting was held on 18" and 19™June, 2015 under the Chairmanship of
Additional Secretary, MOWR,RD&GR to discuss the issues related to regulation of
water use byKrishna River Management Board between Andhra Pradesh and
Telangana State. In addition to the officials of Ministry of Water Resources, River
Development and Ganga Rejuvenation, officials from Government of Telangana
and Andhra Pradesh and Krishna River Management Board were present in the
meeting. The list of participants is enclosed.

2. While welcoming the participants, Additional Secretary, MoWR, RD & GR
requested the representatives of both the states to present their views in this
regard.

3 The representative of Govt. of Andhra Pradesh requested to notify the
projects for taking over under the jurisdiction of Krishna River Management Board
urgently for the purpose of regulation of water. He also cited that at present the
directives of the Board are not followed. Representative of the State of Telangana
stated that before taking any decision regarding notification of projects and
regulation of water, it is necessary that broad principles of water regulation and an
appropriate implementation mechanism are worked out. In this regard, he
highlighted that as per KWDT-| award the erstwhile State of Andhra Pradesh has
been allocated 811 TMC for utilization in vanous projects as enbloc. However, as
per the arrangement/various decisions taken by the erstwhile State of Andhra
Pradesh revised allocations in both the parts of the State came to be 512 TMC in
Andhra Pradesh and 299 TMC in Telangana.

4. The representative of Andhra Pradesh contested that the share of
Telangana is only 279 TMC and additional 20 TMC will be available to them for
Bhima Lift Project only after the completion of modernization of Krishna Delta
System. The representative of Telangana contended that revised allocations
statement submitted by the erstwhile Andhra Pradesh before KWDT-Il has to be
adhered to by both the states.

5. It was agreed in the meeting that the figures of share of the two states as
mentioned in the list of projects dated 18.10.2013 (appended herewith as
Annexure) may be followed as the working arrangementfor the current yearonly
without prejudice to the rights of the two states about their entitements which
have been raisedor to be raised before appropriate fora.

6. The representatives of both the States agreed that they may utilize their
share of waterwherever they decidesubject to availability of water at that place
and without affecting the rights of other State.

7. Thereafter, project related issues were discussed and following working
arrangements for the water year 2015-2016 only were agreed as a temporary
measure.
